There is one God and only one God, but God

is “triune,” or three in one. In the next three
lessons we will study God the Father, God the
Son, and God the Holy Spirit.

We are sinners, but
Jesus is not. The Father sent His son
to pay for our sins by shedding his
blood on a cross, what love!

2. 1John 4:16 plainly states “God is

LOVE.” This verse refers back
to the Father in v.14.

Father.

1. Isaiah 6:3 And one cried unto
another, and said, HOLY,
HOLY, HOLY, is
the Lord of hosts: the whole earth is
FULL OF HIS GLORY.

2. Jesus warns us not to reverence
religious leaders as God. Though
this is a lesson on the Father, it is
good to note the sacredness of the

position of God the Son, as well as
God the Father.

The Holy Spirit is a distinct person, not just a
power or a force. He has titles, does certain
works, and has the same strengths as the Father
and the Son. He also has his own special
nature.

I. God the Spirit is spoken of separate from the

Father and the Son.
